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INTRODUCTION

The Strasburg-Franklin Local School District offers an up-to-date, rigorous curriculum
that requires students to meet high standards. We offer a variety of courses from
which students may choose. We then take those courses and put together an
individualized program for each student designed to prepare them for their
educational and career goals.

As you examine this Program of Studies, please keep in mind that there are minimum
requirements that a student must meet in order to graduate. Decisions that are made
should be based on educational and career goals.

Your selections should be guided through consultation with parents, teachers, and the
guidance counselor. These individuals will give you trustworthy advice that will lead
you to make the best possible decisions relevant to your present situation and future
goals. They can also point out requirements that are needed for specific
post-secondary institutions and potential careers.

It is essential that you always keep in mind that the schedule you select will be the one
that you will have next year. Schedule changes will only be made in special situations
(SEE PAGE 10). Therefore, please make sure to select the best schedule to meet your
needs and future goals.

GRADUATION REQUIREMENTS

The graduation requirements for the class of 2020 and beyond are listed below. The
state of Ohio requires all students to take and earn a state minimum of 20 credits in
specific subjects. The Strasburg-Franklin Local School District requires 22 credits. The
state of Ohio also requires students to meet one of the three pathways listed below to
show readiness for college or to enter the workforce.

Electives - 7 Credits (Including 1 Credit of Fine Arts)

-Mathematics units must include one unit of Algebra II or the equivalent of Algebra II.

-The Strasburg-Franklin Local School District has adopted a policy that exempts
students who participate in interscholastic athletics, marching band, or cheerleading
for two full seasons from the physical education requirement. Students must apply and
complete the waiver conditions in order to waive their physical education graduation
requirement. Once the student has completed the physical education waiver, they
cannot receive state graduation credit for physical education, even if they take it.
Students that are exempt from physical education must then complete the half credit
required in another course of study other than a physical education or health elective.
This policy is only for the Classes of 2020, 2021, 2022. The Class of 2023 must take
physical education their freshman and sophomore years.

-Science units must include one unit of physical science, one unit of life science, and one
unit of advanced study in one or more of the following sciences: chemistry, physics, or
other physical science, advanced biology, or other life science, astronomy, physical
geology or earth or space science.



-Social Studies units must include %z unit of American History and % unit of American
Government in the three required units. The class of 2021 will need %2 unit in World
History & Civilizations in their required three units as well.

-Elective credits must include one or any combination of foreign language, fine arts,
business, career-technical education, family and consumer sciences, technology,
agricultural education, or English, Mathematics, Science, or Social Studies courses not
otherwise required.

-All students must receive instruction in economics and financial literacy during
grades 9-12 and must complete at least two semesters of fine arts taken any time in
grades 7-12. Students following a career-technical pathway are exempted from the fine
arts requirement.

STUDENTS MUST ALSO MEET ONE OF THE FOLLOWING THREE PATHWAYS:

1. Ohio’s State Tests
Students must earn at least 18 points on seven end-of-course state tests.
End-of-course tests are: Algebra 1, Geometry, American Government, American
History, English I, English II, and Biology.

Each test score earns you up to five graduation points. You must have a
minimum of four points in Math, four points in English, and six points across
Science and Social Studies.

2. Industrial Credential and Workforce Readiness
Students must earn a minimum of 12 points by receiving a State Board of
Education-approved, industry-recognized credential or group of credentials in a
single career field and earn the required score on WorkKeys, a work-readiness
test. The state of Ohio will pay one time for you to take the WorkKeys test.

3. College and Career Readiness Tests
Students must earn a certain remediation-free score in Mathematics and
English on a nationally recognized college admission exam (ACT or SAT).

GRADES

Strasburg MS/HS has a standard grading procedure, as well as additional notations
that indicate work in progress or incomplete work. Grades indicate the extent to which
the student has acquired and demonstrated the necessary learning. In general,
students are assigned grades based upon test results, homework, projects, and



classroom participation. Each teacher will communicate expectations with students at
the beginning of the course. If a student is not sure how his/her grade will be
determined, he/she should ask the teacher.

Student
must meet general graduation requirements to qualify for an Academic Honors
Diploma.

Earn four units of Mathematics that includes Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra Il (or
equivalent), and another higher level course or a four course sequence that
contains equivalent or higher content.

Earn four units of Science that includes Physics & Chemistry.

Earn four units of Social Studies.

Earn either three units of one foreign language or two units of two foreign
languages.

Earn one unit of fine arts.

Maintain an overall high school grade point average of at least 3.5 on a 4.0 scale.
Obtain a composite score of 27 on the ACT or an equivalent composite score of
1280 on the SAT.

CAREER TECHNICAL HONORS DIPLOMA:

A student must meet all but one of the following criteria in order to receive a Career
Technical Honors Diploma, unless it is a minimum graduation requirement. Student
must meet general graduation requirements to qualify for a Career Technical Honors
Diploma.
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Earn four units of Mathematics that includes Algebra I, Geometry, Algebra Il (or
equivalent), and another higher level course or a four course sequence that
contains equivalent or higher content.

Earn four units of Science that includes Physics & Chemistry.

Earn four units of Social Studies.

Earn two units of one foreign language.

Earn four units of career-technical courses.

Maintain an overall high school grade point average of at least 3.5 on a 4.0 scale.
Obtain a composite score of 27 on the ACT or an equivalent composite score of
1280 on the SAT.

Complete a field experience and document the experience in a portfolio specific
to the student’s area of focus.

Develop a comprehensive portfolio of work based on the student's field
experience or a topic related to the student’s area of focus that is reviewed and
validated by external experts.

Additional Assessments: Earn an industry-recognized credential or achieve
proficiency benchmark for appropriate Ohio Career-Technical Competency
Assessment or equivalent.

NCAA ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

DIVISION I

To be eligible to compete in NCAA sports during your first year at a Division I school,
you must graduate high school and meet all NCAA requirements below:
1. Complete 16 core courses:
a. Four years of English
b. Three years of Mathematics (Algebra I or Higher)
c. Two years of Natural/Physical Science (Including one year of lab science
if offered by your high school)
d. One additional year of English, Mathematics, or Natural/Physical Science

Two years of Social Studies

f. Four years of extra core courses (From any category above or foreign
language, comparative religion or philosophy)

2. Complete 10 core courses, including seven in English, Math, or Natural/Physical
Science before your seventh semester. Once you begin your seventh semester,
you may not repeat or replace any of those 10 courses to improve your
core-course GPA.

3. Earnatleast a 2.3 GPA in your core courses.

4. Earn an SAT combined score or an ACT sum score matching your core-course
GPA on the Division I sliding scale, which balances your test score and
core-course GPA. If you have a low test score, you need a higher core-course GPA
to be eligible. If you have a low core-course GPA, you need a higher test score to
be eligible.

DIVISION II:



To be eligible to compete in NCAA sports during your first year at a Division II school,
you must graduate high school and meet all NCAA requirements below:

1. Complete 16 core courses:

a. Three years of English

b. Two years of Mathematics (Algebra I or Higher)

c. Two years of Natural/Physical Science (Including one year of lab science
if offered by your high school)

d. Three additional years of English, Mathematics, or Natural/Physical
Science

e. Two years of Social Studies

f. Four years of extra core courses (From any category above or foreign
language, comparative religion or philosophy)

2. Earnatleast a 2.2 GPA in your core courses.

3. Earnan SAT combined score or an ACT sum score matching your core-course
GPA on the Division II sliding scale, which balances your test score and
core-course GPA. If you have a low test score, you need a higher core-course GPA
to be eligible. If you have a low core-course GPA, you need a higher test score to
be eligible.

OTHER INFORMATION:

College-bound student-athletes preparing to enroll in a Division I or Division II school
need to register with the NCAA Eligibility Center to ensure they have met amateurism
standards and are academically prepared for college coursework.

If you are planning to attend a Division III school, you do not need to register with the
NCAA Eligibility Center. Division III schools set their own admissions standards.

COLLEGE ENTRANCE TESTS

All college bound students are required to take a college entrance exam, typically the
SAT or the ACT. Information on test dates, test sites, and registration deadlines is
available in the Guidance Office.

What follows is information about the different college entrance tests.

ACCUPLACER

This test helps place students where they are most likely to thrive in their academic
pursuits. It meets the assessment needs of community colleges, four-year colleges,

technical schools, and high schools. Accuplacer is a web-based assessment tool to
determine skills in reading, writing, and math.

PSAT

All juniors are encouraged t o take the PSAT in October. Besides being a good practice
session for the SAT, the results may qualify a student for the National Merit
Scholarship Program.

ACT

The ACT is recommended to be taken during the Spring of your junior year. However
you may take the ACT earlier in your career as well. The ACT is required for students
interested in attending any college or university in or out of state. It is recommended
that you also take the writing portion of the ACT at least one time since many colleges
and universities require a writing score. When registering online at
http://www.actstudent.org/, make sure you have your scores sent directly to the
colleges and universities of your choice. Your scores are not official on a transcript.

SAT & SAT SUBJECT TESTS

The SAT is recommended to be taken during the Spring of your junior year. However
you may take the SAT earlier in your career as well. The SAT Subject Tests will only
need to be taken if you are applying to highly selective colleges. For more information
on the SAT, please visit, https://collegereadiness.collegeboard.org/sat.

SCHEDULES AND SCHEDULE CHANGES

Selection of appropriate classes should be based on careful consideration of the
student’s goals, strengths, and weaknesses. It is important to take challenging classes
that prepare the student for the next level of training. However, be careful not to
“overload” your schedule. Take into consideration your extracurricular and
community activities, as well as, your academic school day. Discuss your plans with
family, teachers, counselor, and others who may be able to offer information and
insight. A sincere and thoughtful approach to scheduling courses should help to avoid
the inconvenience and frustration of making changes later.

When students and parents have signed the course selection sheet, they have

contracted to pursue the chosen courses and are expected to continue with all of their
chosen courses.
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However, it is realized that planning a schedule for the next school year is a difficult
task and situations may occur requiring a schedule change. These schedule changes
have a serious effect on class size, teacher assignments, and the overall master
schedule and, therefore, must be made carefully. The student and parent are urged to
plan a realistic program so that later changes will not be necessary. Teacher
recommendations should be sought and followed for the selection of courses. All
students are expected to keep the schedule that they made for themselves during the
spring scheduling period.

Schedule changes are not encouraged, but are necessary in rare instances. Below is the
procedure for making a schedule change. Once students receive their schedules, they
will have five days from the first day of either semester to initiate a schedule change.
No schedule change requests will be accepted after this period. Full-year courses
cannot be dropped midway through the year.

Changes will be made ONLY if the request meets one of the following criteria:

You have failed a class.

You have taken a class over the summer.

You are a Senior who needs a course to meet graduation requirements.

There is a current health issue that requires a change in the schedule.
Inappropriate class placement.

Duplicate class.

Would like to move into a Strasburg Digital Academy elective class that is not
offered in the building.

Changes are generally not granted under other circumstances such as the following:
1. The student does not like the course or the teacher or does not know anyone in
the class.
2. The student wants to drop a course required for graduation.
3. The student’s request will drop the number of classes on his/her schedule below
the total number required.
4, The student is unhappy with the course workload.
The student does not like the time of day the course is scheduled.
6. The student has too many extracurricular activities.

Any student interested in making a schedule change must obtain a Change Request
Form from the Counseling Office and complete the form with signatures.

To Change the Schedule:
1. Schedules for next year will be completed in the Spring and given to students.
2. Any corrections to the schedule needs to be made prior to summer break.

Students need to schedule a meeting with the counselor to make any corrections
to the schedule.
New schedule(s) will be given to the student prior to summer break.

To Drop a Course:

The student must complete the form and the form must be signed by student and
parent.

The student must take the form to the teacher involved and discuss the reasons
for requesting to drop the course. The teacher is to initial the form to indicate
awareness of the request.

The student will then take the form to the teacher of the course that he/she is
wishing to add and obtain a signature of approval.

The form must be returned to the counseling office.

Dropping a class after the first five days of either semester will resultin a
failing grade for the entire course.

The form must be returned to the counseling office.

Students will usually be granted permission to add a class if there is room in the
class and if the student has a study hall the period that the class is offered. New
courses may be added within the first five days of either semester.

MINIMUM COURSE REQUIREMENTS

All students must have at least 6 classes on their schedule. Under special
circumstances, the principal or guidance counselor may waive the minimum course
requirements if course selection conflicts will not permit a student to schedule a full
class load. Just a reminder that athletes are required to pass five credits for eligibility.

WITHDRAWALS

Any request to drop a class will result in a failure for the class if the request is made
after the five day window allowed to make schedule changes. No credit will be given
and an “F” will be issued for the final grade. This “F” is on the permanent record and is
averaged with other grades for the grade point average. It is important to note that
class rank will be affected as well.
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HIGH SCHOOL COURSE OFFERINGS

ELECTIVES
Ancient Reel History - 1/2 Credit; 1/2 Year; Prerequisite: None
COURSE NUMBER: 824
Students will participate in a chronological exploration of Hollywood's version of past
events in this elective. The course timeline will begin in Ancient Greece and continue
through the early American colonial period. We will be viewing these films with the use
of a ClearPlay DVD player to edit the content and make the films suitable for the
audience. What stories are true? What stories are dramatized to sell tickets at the
theater? We will investigate!

Anatomy - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: Biology

COURSE NUMBER: 721

This course is open to juniors and seniors who are interested in the human body or
interested in pursuing a career in the medical field. This course covers the structure
and function of the human body including types of tissues, the integumentary system,
the skeletal system, the muscular system, the cardiovascular system, the reproductive
system, the endocrine system, the nervous system, and the respiratory system.
Dissection is required in this class.

Creative Writing - 1/2 Credit; 1/2 Year; Prerequisite: None

COURSE NUMBER: 227

This elective course is based on writing everyday. We will start with journal writing
over specific prompts then graduate to going through the writing process, step by step,
to create finished stories. Fictional, Journal, Reflective, Descriptive, and Expository
writing will be covered.

Digital Media - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: None

COURSE NUMBER: 151

Digital Media is a course designed to educate students on the ever-changing digital
world, as well as to provide hands-on experience with industry standard software and
equipment. This class is responsible for the production of the Senoracle yearbook.
Various aspects of its production will be equally divided among staff members
including: advertising, editing, creating pages, and photography.
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Fundamentals of Business and Computer Applications

1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: None

COURSE NUMBER: 137

Computer terminology, hardware, software, operating systems, and information
systems relating to the business environment. The main focus of this course is on
business applications of software, including word processing, spreadsheets, databases,
presentation graphics, and business utilization of the Internet. Most examples in this
course are business oriented, but the underlying problem-solving methodology and
skills can be applied to other academic study areas.

Global Studies - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: None

COURSE NUMBER: 820

This Social Studies elective will be a combination of geography and current events.
Therefore, the curriculum that will be discussed includes political, economic,
environmental, historical, and geographic components. Students should expect to have
a broader understanding of world events and cultures, and how these will continue to
shape our region and world.

Modern Reel History - 1/2 Credit; 1/2 Year; Prerequisite: None

COURSE NUMBER: 844

Students will participate in a chronological exploration of Hollywood's version of past
events in this elective. The course timeline will begin in early America through recent
history. We will be viewing these films with the use of a ClearPlay DVD player to edit
the content and make the films suitable for the audience. What stories are true? What
stories are dramatized to sell tickets at the theater? We will investigate!

Music Appreciation I- 1/2 Credit; 1/2 Year; Prerequisite: None

COURSE NUMBER: HRR

This course elaborates on the basic elements of music, varieties of instruments,
technological advancements in music, music theory and composition, history of
music’s development from ancient eras, and exploration of a variety of cultures and
musical genres. The objective of this course is to expand students’ definition of music
and help develop a deeper appreciation for a variety of musical performances,
instruments, and cultures. Students participate in discussion of musical styles and
activities that create music with others on a basic level. Grades are determined by
tests, listening assignments, multimedia projects, and class worksheets and quizzes.

Music Appreciation II - 1/2 Credit; 1/2 Year; Prerequisite: None

COURSE NUMBER: MUTH

This course aims to define basic styles of Pop, Rock, and other similar musical genres
and their origins in correlation with history and culture in America and Europe during
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the 20th and 21st Century. Students will actively participate in class discussions,
debates, and projects that analyze the historical context of music and compare
elements of the time period to current events. Students will regularly listen to and
watch musical performances and view other media that correlate to the history of
music. Grades are determined by tests, listening assignments, multimedia projects, and
class worksheets and activities, and quizzes.

Novels - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: None

COURSE NUMBER: 245

This elective course will focus on different genres of literature including, but not
limited to, mysteries, contemporary authors, historical fiction, war novels, science
fiction, fantasy, and horror. The intent of this course is to instill in the students an
interest in reading outside the scope of strictly academic subjects. The first semester
will be pre-chosen novels and the second semester will be novels of the class’s choice.

PLTW: Introduction to Engineering and Design - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: None
COURSE NUMBER: PLTW-1

In this course, students dig deep into the engineering design process, applying math,
science, and engineering standards to hands-on projects like designing a new toy or
improving an existing product. Students will learn how to create technical sketches in
a variety or styles. Students will use dial calipers to make precision measurements.
Students will design and create their own Automata Box. This course includes a
culminating presentation at the countywide Project Lead the Way Showcase.

Science Fiction/Pop Culture I- 1/2 Credit; 1/2 Year; Prerequisite: World History
COURSE NUMBER: 823

This course will examine many of the controversial events of the 1960’s & 1970’s
through the eyes of the science fiction television of that time period. Issues to be
covered will include: Racism, Vietnam, sexism, people with disabilities, different world
religions as well as, many others. The television media to be used will be Star Trek TOS,
Twilight Zone, Outer Limits, and several motion pictures of that time period.

Science Fiction/Pop Culture II - 1/2 Credit; 1/2 Year; Prerequisite: World History
COURSE NUMBER: 833

This course will be a similar course to Science Fiction/Pop Culture I. The difference will
be the issues being studied will be from the 1970's, 1980’s, and 1990's through the eyes
of science fiction television of that time period. Issues to be covered will include: The
rise and fall of communism, the war on terror, treatment of POWs, and the rights of
senior citizens. Television media to be used will be Star Trek TNG, Voyager, Quantum
Leap, and several motion pictures of that time period.
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Speech - 1/2 Credit; 1/2 Year; Prerequisite: None

COURSE NUMBER: 243

This course provides an introduction to principles and practice of speaking by reading
examples of speeches, studying techniques and methods employed and applying them
in a variety of speaking situations. Students will be given the opportunity to learn:
effective speech composition, effective oral and visual communication, informational
literacy, how to cite sources in speeches, how to analyze the audience, how to evaluate
speakers and self-evaluate speeches, how to use various types of support and
arguments, and how to manage communication apprehension. This course will include
a myriad of speeches, including but not limited to: speeches to entertain, introduce,
demonstrate, persuade, debate, and congratulatory.

War and Peace - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: None

COURSE NUMBER: 813

This course examines the major 20th century wars and their lasting impact on foreign
and domestic policies of the United States. Also, the 21st century war on terror will be
examined and the lasting impacts to future generations.

FOREIGN LANGUAGE
FrenchlI- 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: None
COURSE NUMBER: 310
FrenchlIis an introductory course. Oral and written communication in French is the
intended goal with heavy emphasis on vocabulary, pronunciation, and grammar.
Students learn to read short dialogues and stories, and answer questions about
themselves, do grammar exercises, and investigate cultural topics. Language CD'’s,
videos, communication activities, and an audio manual are used.

FrenchII - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisites: French I (Student must have earned a “C” in
French Iin order to enroll in French II)

COURSE NUMBER: 320

French Il is an intermediate level course which looks to build on the skills learned in
French I. Retention of vocabulary and grammar from the previous year is expected.
Activities are similar to those listed in Level I, although more in-depth.

FrenchIII - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisites: French II (Student must have earned a “C”
in French Il in order to enroll in French III)
COURSE NUMBER: 330
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French Il is an advanced course. The course seeks to expand knowledge of the
language through reading, writing, speaking, and listening. Some of the cultural topics
covered are history, art, and literature. In-depth grammar study and vocabulary
enrichment are emphasized.

French IV - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisites: French III (Student must have earned a “C”
in French IIl in order to enroll in French IV)

COURSE NUMBER: 335

French IV is an advanced course. The goal of this course is to promote fluency in the
target language via intensive study and practice of all verb tenses and specific
vocabulary. This course will focus on applying concepts learned in the previous three
levels. Cultural, historical, and geographical aspects of the language will also be
emphasized.

Spanish I- 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: None

COURSE NUMBER: 311

Spanish I will provide the student with a general introduction the the Spanish
language: Sound system, pronunciation, functional vocabulary related to topics that
can be used in situations relatable to students, cultural information, and basic
grammatical structures. Emphasis will be on the acquisition of four skills: listening,
speaking, reading, and writing. There are two main objectives to the course. Foremost
is to give the students the ability to carry on a simple conversation in present tense.
The second is to provide the students with instruction that teaches a basic
understanding of Spanish culture, vocabulary, and grammatical concepts.

Spanish II - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisites: Spanish I (Student must have earned a “C”

in Spanish I in order to enroll in Spanish II)
COURSE NUMBER: 321

Spanish Il builds upon knowledge gained in Spanish I. This course will also reinforce
the skills learned in Spanish I: listening, speaking, reading, and writing. Emphasis is on
perfecting pronunciation, mastery of the basic grammatical structures, and increased
communicative proficiency. Students will build their vocabulary and explore new
topics, such as travel, health, and shopping. Students will be exposed to other tenses so
that their abilities become more advanced and they will be expected to apply them in
their writing and speaking. The objective of this course will be to give the students the
ability to have a simple conversations in present, past, and/or future tense.

Spanish IlI - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisites: Spanish II (Student must have earned a

“C” in Spanish Il in order to enroll in Spanish III)
COURSE NUMBER: 322

Spanish III will further deepen students’ understanding of Spanish by focusing on three
modes of communication: interpretive, interpersonal, and presentational. Each unit
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consists of a variety of activities which teach the students how to understand more
difficult written and spoken passages, to communicate with others through informal
speaking and writing interactions, and to express their thoughts and opinions in both
formal and informal spoken and written contexts. Students should expect to be
actively engaged in their own language learning, use correct vocabulary terms and
phrases naturally, incorporate a wide range of grammar concepts consistently and
correctly while speaking and writing, participate in conversations covering a wide
range of topics, respond appropriately to conversational prompts, analyze and
compare cultural practices, products, and perspectives of various Spanish-speaking
countries, read and analyze important pieces of Hispanic literature, and take frequent
assessments where their language progression can be monitored.

Spanish IV - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisites: Spanish III (Student must have earned a

“C” in Spanish Il in order to enroll in Spanish IV)
COURSE NUMBER: 323

Spanish IV is designed for students to continue to sharpen listening, speaking, reading,
and writing skills. Students will read articles and literature from authentic sources, as
well as do focused studies and presentations on different aspects of life in
Spanish-speaking countries in order to increase their knowledge of the diverse
Hispanic culture. Students will listen to a wide variety of Spanish speakers via the
internet, cultural presentations, and movies in Spanish as they strengthen their
listening comprehension skills. This course will continue to fine tune advanced
grammar knowledge while also reviewing foundational concepts and building
conversational abilities in the interpretive, interpersonal, and presentational modes.

LANGUAGE ARTS
English I - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: None
COURSE NUMBER: 210
This freshman level course is designed to improve skills in written and spoken
communication, increase knowledge and skills in spelling, grammar, usage and
mechanics, and improve reading skills, vocabulary, and comprehension of multiple
types of literature. A research paper is required. Texts include poetry, short stories,
plays, and film.

English II - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: English I

COURSE NUMBER: 220

In this sophomore course, students will be asked to examine the strengths and
weaknesses of their writing. The course’s objective is to make students recognize the
importance of clear and easily understood writing. Therefore, writing is done with an
emphasis on realizing how an essay can be effective. A research paper is required. In
addition, much time is devoted to studying short stories, poetry, and novels, reading at
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least one novel per nine week grading period. Recognizing and understanding key
literary terms and themes as well as informational texts are also heavily stressed.

English III - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: English II
COURSE NUMBER: 230

This junior level course focuses on American Literature through the study of oral tales,
poetry, short stories, novels, plays, and nonfiction texts. Selections will start with
literature from before 1750 and continue through modern day with special emphasis
on the Puritanism of the 1600’s. A research paper is required. Students will draw
evidence from literary and/or informational texts to support analysis, reflection, and
research. A brief review of grammar skills is also a part of English III.

English IV - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: English III
COURSE NUMBER: 247

The focus is on British literature from the Anglo-Saxon period to the 20th century
through the study of short stories, novels, drama, and poetry. Two Shakespearean
tragedies will be read. An emphasis is placed on improving writing skills through
research and grammar. Students will read and comprehend literature, including
stories, dramas, and poems, at the top end of the grade text complexity band
independently and proficiently. Two research papers are required to complete this
course.

MATH
Algebral- 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: None
COURSE NUMBER: 412
This course covers the core content as outlined by the Ohio Learning Standards for
Algebra I with a concentration of the following five strands: Relationships between
Quantities and Reasoning with Equations; Linear and Exponential Relationships;
Descriptive Statistics, Expressions and Equations; Quadratic Functions; and Modeling.
A TI-30XS MultiView Calculator or TI-84 Plus Calculator is highly recommended.

Algebra II - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: Algebra I & Geometry

COURSE NUMBER: 421

This course covers the core content as outlined by the Ohio Learning Standards for
Algebra Il with a concentration of the following four strands: Polynomial, Rational,
and Radical Relationships; Trigonometric Functions; Modeling with Functions; and
Inferences and Conclusions from Data. A TI-84 Plus Calculator is required.

Calculus - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: Precalculus
COURSE NUMBER: 449
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A student desiring to take Calculus must have a strong background from successfully
completing Algebra I through Precalculus. Topics covered include Analytic Geometry;
Functions; Limits; Derivatives; Integrals; and their applications. A TI-84 Plus Calculator
isrequired.

College Algebra - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: Algebra II

COURSE NUMBER: 450

This course is an extension of Algebra II topics with emphasis on functional analysis
and introductory trigonometry. A TI-84 Plus Calculator is required.

Geometry - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: Algebra I

COURSE NUMBER: 430

This course covers the core content as outlined by the Ohio Learning Standards for
Geometry with a concentration of the following six strands: Congruence; Proof and
Constructions: Similarity, Proof, and Trigonometry; Extending to Three Dimensions;
Connecting Algebra and Geometry through Coordinates; Circles with and without
Coordinates; and Applications of Probability. A compass and protractor are required. A
TI-84 Plus Calculator is highly recommended.

Precalculus - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: Algebra II

COURSE NUMBER: 443

Precalculus is the link between Algebra I and Calculus. This course includes the study
of Trigonometric Functions; Logarithmic and Exponential Functions; Vectors; Series;
and Sequences. A TI-84 Plus Calculator is required.

MUSIC

INSTRUMENTAL MUSIC (HIGH SCHOOL BAND) - 1 Credit; Full Year; Prerequisite: None
COURSE NUMBER: 510
This class will meet five times per week and will schedule practices outside of normal
school hours. All performances and rehearsals are mandatory for members of the
band. This class includes participation in several outside activities and events,
including, but not limited to:

e Parades and rehearsals throughout the summer
Parades during the school year
Football and other sporting events
Marching band shows
District and state contests
Performance in out-of-state field trips
Concerts
Performances in pep rallies
Ensemble rehearsals or private lessons and performances
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
